The director    

simply told his actors where he 

wanted a scene to go and theyôd 

improvise.  Nor was there a 

crew.  Peli wanted to create a 

home-video-style thriller, so he 

had his leading man pull double 

duty as camera operator.   

The film showed at L.A.ôs 

Screamfest in ó07 and Slamdance 

Festival in ó08.  DreamWorks  

made an offer to buy the movie 

to remake it as a star vehicle.  

Peli sold the film for $350,000.  

After Speilberg watched the film, 

he said it was so scary it    

shouldnôt be re-cast and re-shot, 

but rather released just the way 

it was.
